
 

 
Newegg LANfest2K7 Online Qualifier Game Guide 

Counter-Strike: Source 
Online participation is free and the top team will receive five (5) free roundtrip airline tickets from 

Jet Blue! 
 

Registration :   
You must first register for the LANfest2K7 CS:Source LAN tournament at the Newegg 
LANfest2K7 website (http://www.newegg.com/lanfest2k7). Once your team is fully registered for 
the LAN event (5 players on your team), use the same account username to sign up for the 
Online Qualifier (also on the LANfest2K7 website).  The first 32 teams registered for the 
tournament will be placed into the bracket for competition.   
 
It is important that you remember your username and password, as they will be required for a 
number of purposes including checking dates and times of upcoming matches, logging into the 
ESEA Anti-Cheat Client, and opening support tickets.  Also, be sure to input your Counter-Strike: 
Source Steam ID correctly during registration.  If you are unsure how to find your Steam ID, 
please refer to the guide below. 

 
How to find your Steam ID 
Step 1: Join any CS: Source server  
Step 2: Hit the tilde (~) key to bring up console. 
Step 3: Type 'status' (not including the quotes) into the console and hit enter.

Step 5: Associate your Steam ID (example: 0:0:2097) with your LANfest2K7 account 
and/or confirm that it is correct. To do this, go to 
http://ems.esportsea.com/?a=steamid&seriesid=38 (make sure you’re logged into the 



 

LANfest2K7 site—note this may also be your ESEA account). Once logged in, ensure 
that your Steam ID is listed correctly. If it is not listed or is incorrect, enter it into your 
profile and save changes.  

 
Tournament Structure:   
Each tournament will begin as a randomly-seeded single elimination bracket until four teams  
remain, at which time the tournament shifts to a double elimination bracket.

Matches for the first day or two of competition will randomly be broken into one of four time slots 
between 9-11pm EST.  Saturday and Sunday matches will be played starting at 3pm EST. 
 
Competition Flow: 
 

1. After registering, users must download the ESEA Client (anti-cheat tool & server 
management software) from http://www.esportsea.com/index.php?s=downloads  

 
2. You can view upcoming matches (including date and time), match brackets, and your 

opponent’s contact information on the “My Matches” page located at 
http://ems.esportsea.com/?a=myMatches&eventid=513. 

 
 

3. Players must be online and available at least 15 minutes before the scheduled match 
time.  At match time, you will log into the ESEA Client with the Newegg LANfest2K7 
username + password chosen during registration.  Make sure the ESEA ‘Service’ is 
selected in the drop down menu before logging in. 

 

 
 

4. Users join the assigned server at the match time listed on the “My Matches” page 
(Team A vs. Team B – Newegg LANfest2K7 Online Qualifier). 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 
5. Once in the server and ready to play, both players will need to type “.ready” into 

global chat and hit enter.  You can access global chat by using the “y” key by default.  
An onscreen display on the right hand area of the screen will alert both teams who is 
ready, and who isn’t.  When both players “ready up”, the match will begin.  Demos, 
results, and statistics are automatically recorded. 

 
 

 
6. Please be certain to reference the Online Rules posted in the Downloads section of 

http://www.newegg.com/lanfest2k7 before starting your match. 
 
7. Following the completion of the match, brackets will dynamically update, and winners 

will automatically advance.  Be sure to keep checking your “My Matches” page for 
upcoming matches. 

 
8. If your opponent doesn’t show up at the scheduled match time, after a 5 minutes 

grace period you will be awarded a forfeit win by an administrator and automatically 
advanced onto the next round of play.  If after leaving the server you do not see 
yourself advanced on the bracket, please notify an administrator. 

 
9. If an issue occurs, or you require assistance at any time during the tournament, you 

may open a support ticket at  http://ems.esportsea.com/?a=support&seriesid=38. 
You may also speak to a live admin via IRC (http://www.mirc.com/ to download the 
chat client) in channel #lanfest2k7 on the irc.gamesurge.net network.  To access the 
network, simply open your mIRC client and type “/s irc.gamesurge.net” followed by “/j 
#lanfest2k7”.  Admins will be available from 9pm – 11pm (EST) during each 
scheduled night of play.  Please note that if a dispute arises, it must be filed either via 
support ticket or on IRC at half-time, or directly after the match.
